· The DexCom CGM is completely customizable to help you manage your blood sugar more effectively. Set personalized glucose targets and alerts. Enter events and activities from insulin dosing to food intake and exercise. 

· You can calibrate the device at any time with your favorite glucose meter.

· Your current glucose level updates every 5 minutes.
